ECPAT Foundation is a foundation registered in Thailand to end commercial sexual
exploitation of children and is ECPAT International’s network member group in Thailand.
As at June 30, 2011 and 2010, ECPAT International’s records show amount of
USD 2,256 and USD 3,169, respectively, as a receivable from ECPAT Foundation.

REMUNERATION OF FEES TO BOARD MEMBERS

Board members do not earn any remuneration or fees for the work they carry out as Board
members. Any work undertaken for ECPAT International whereby a Board member
performs technical or specialty services for remuneration are not deemed to be in conflict
with this policy.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REMUNERATION

The sum of USD 132,811 and USD 105,185 were paid as gross salary and living allowance
to the Executive Director of ECPAT International during the years ended June 30, 2011
and 2010, respectively.

TOTAL STAFF AND RELATED EXPENSES

The total amount paid as salaries and allowance to the staff of ECPAT International for
the financial years ended June 30, 2011 and 2010 amount to USD 1,089,151 and
USD 949,435, respectively. These amounts include the sums paid to the Executive Director
shown under Note 9 above.

Staff size averaged 20 and 25 during the financial years ended June 30, 2011 and 2010,
respectively, and there were 19 and 20 staffs at the end of the financial years then ended.

ECPAT International receives substantial support from interns who contribute to the
different programs and projects of the organization. During the fiscal year 2010-2011
interns supported ECPAT with a total of 58 months of work. The interns receive a very
modest stipend for their contribution, though the actual value of their work that is not
presented in the accounts is estimated at 68,000 USD.

AUDIT FEES
The fees for the audits for the financial years ended June 30, 2011 and 2010 amounted to

USD 17,162 and USD 16,000, respectively. The auditors provided no additional services to
ECPAT International other than the annual audit.
